This class is for beginners that have always wanted to work with watercolors.  Watercolors are quick, easy to clean-up, exciting, versatile and a very portable medium.  In this six week class with 4th of July week off, the students will learn the basic skills of watercolor painting.  The things covered in this class will be:  materials, how to mix colors that are fresh and not muddy, how to make beautiful darks and neutrals, different ways of applying the paint, contour drawing and much more.  The focus of the class will be painting in a loose style.  Students will learn how to let the brush and the paint do the work and how to suggest things instead of stating every detail.  In this class you will learn how to paint flowers, trees, skies, landscapes, buildings, people and more.

Hester has been painting and drawing since a small child.  Her grandmother was an artist and taught her how to paint at an early age.  She and her husband travel around the world and she loves how easy it is to travel with watercolor. 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ART SUPPLY LIST
Most of us are on a tight budget these days, so if you are just trying out watercolor for the first time I will let you know the most important things out of each category you will need for the class and the rest of the supplies can be optional or things you add as you progress.  Supplies marked with an * will be needed for the class.  

If you can purchase on-line I suggest you buy your supplies from Blick Art Supplies (dickblick.com) because they have the best prices and the best shipping costs.  I buy almost all my supplies from there.  You can find some of the supplies below (paint colors, palette, eraser, pencil, possibly even the paper) at local craft stores such as Hobby Lobby, but you may pay a little more for the paints at a place like that unless you have a coupon.  

PAINT

The important thing with paint color is to get artist quality – not student grade paints.  You also want to make sure you buy the paints in tubes and not in dried blocks.  The two brands I recommend are Winsor & Newton Artists watercolor (do not get Winsor & Newton Cotman).  You can purchase them in 5ml or 14ml tubes – you may want to start off with the 5ml.  I also really like Holbein watercolor paints – they are my favorite because they stay nice and moist for a long time, however they don’t come in the smaller tubes – only in 15ml tubes. 

Here are the colors you’ll need for class:

Reds: Alizarin Crimson* and Burnt Sienna*

Yellows: Quinacridone Gold*, New Gamboge*, Raw Sienna (optional), and Cadmium Yellow Light (optional)

Blues: Cerulean Blue*, Cobalt Blue*, French Ultramarine*, Cobalt Turquoise (optional)

BRUSHES

Brushes are very important. You can easily get frustrated with painting if you don’t have the right brush.  That doesn’t mean you have to buy the most expensive brush out there, but you’ll want to have brushes that hold a lot of water and that have a really good point.  If you stick with one of the brands I suggest you’ll be fine. You’ll only need round brushes for this class.  The brush sizes I suggest for this class are a #6, #8*, #10, and #12*.  If you can only afford to get two brushes get a #8 and #12.  

Two brands I recommend:

Princeton Synthetic Round Series 6150R (the series is very important) – a #8 will be about $4.00 at Blick’s (I’ve been using these brushes lately and really like them)

Winsor and Newton’s Artist Watercolor Brushes Round (a #8 will be about $17.00 at Blick’s)

PAPER

If you purchase the brand I recommend you can go with student grade on this one.  This paper is really good and perfect for the techniques we’ll be learning in class.  The important thing is to buy cold pressed paper (not hot pressed or ruff).  You will also want to purchase the paper in a block.  A block is where the whole pad of paper is glued on all sides except for a small section so you can tear the top piece off.  Paper also comes in different weights.  You will need 140 lb for this class – NOTHING LIGHTER and I don’t suggest anything heavier.  

Here’s what I suggest for class:

140 lb Fabriano Artistico Traditional White cold press* 9” x 12” block

PALETTE

You’ll also need something to put your paints in and I recommend a plastic palette.  You can get a really cheap one, but you’ll want to make sure it seals good and tight so your paints stay nice and moist.  

I recommend Homee Air-Tight Watercolor Palettes (about $10.00) or Martin Universal Design Mijello Airtight Leak-Proof Palettes (about $13.00).

OTHER

Small spray bottle* (you can get these at Wal-mart in the travel section)
